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I will take you to be my people, and I will be your God, and you 
shall know that I am the Lord your God, who has brought you out 
from under the burdens of the Egyptians.  I will bring you into the 
land that I swore to give to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob. I 
will give it to you for a possession. I am the Lord. 
Exodus 6:7-8 
 
And the Lord your God will bring you into the land that your 
fathers possessed, that you may possess it. And he will make 
you more prosperous and numerous than your fathers.  And the 
Lord your God will circumcise your heart and the heart of your 
offspring, so that you will love the Lord your God with all your 
heart and with all your soul, that you may live. 
Deuteronomy 30:5-6 
 
For he remembered his holy promise, and Abraham, his servant.  
So he brought his people out with joy, his chosen ones with 
singing.  And he gave them the lands of the nations, and they 
took possession of the fruit of the peoples' toil, that they might 
keep his statutes and observe his laws.  Praise the Lord! 
Psalm 105:42-45 
 
Oh give thanks to the Lord, for he is good, for his steadfast love 
endures forever!  Let the redeemed of the Lord say so, whom he 
has redeemed from trouble and gathered in from the lands, from 
the east and from the west, from the north and from the south. 
Psalm 107:1-3 
 
The Lord builds up Jerusalem; he gathers the outcasts of Israel.  
He heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds. 
Psalm 147:2-3 
 
In that day the Lord will extend his hand yet a second time to 
recover the remnant that remains of his people, from Assyria, 
from Egypt, from Pathros, from Cush, from Elam, from Shinar, 
from Hamath, and from the coastlands of the sea.  He will raise a 
signal for the nations and will assemble the banished of Israel, 
and gather the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the 
earth. 
And there will be a highway from Assyria for the remnant that 
remains of his people, as there was for Israel when they came 



 

 

up from the land of Egypt.  You will say in that day: “I will give 
thanks to you, O Lord, for though you were angry with me, 
your anger turned away, that you might comfort me.  
“Behold, God is my salvation; I will trust, and will not be afraid; 
for the Lord God is my strength and my song, and he has 
become my salvation.” 
Isaiah 11:11,12,16-12:2 
 
In that day from the river Euphrates to the Brook of Egypt the 
Lord will thresh out the grain, and you will be gleaned one by 
one, O people of Israel.  And in that day a great trumpet will be 
blown, and those who were lost in the land of Assyria and those 
who were driven out to the land of Egypt will come and worship 
the Lord on the holy mountain at Jerusalem. 
Isaiah 27:12-13 
 
And a highway shall be there, and it shall be called the Way of 
Holiness; the unclean shall not pass over it.  It shall belong to 
those who walk on the way; even if they are fools, they shall not 
go astray.  No lion shall be there, nor shall any ravenous beast 
come up on it; they shall not be found there, but the redeemed 
shall walk there.  And the ransomed of the Lord shall return and 
come to Zion with singing; everlasting joy shall be upon their 
heads; they shall obtain gladness and joy, and sorrow and 
sighing shall flee away. 
Isaiah 35:8-10 
 
“Fear not, for I am with you; I will bring your offspring from the 
east, and from the west I will gather you.  I will say to the north, 
Give up, and to the south, Do not withhold; bring my sons from 
afar and my daughters from the end of the earth, everyone who 
is called by my name, whom I created for my glory, whom I 
formed and made.   
“You are my witnesses,” declares the Lord, “and my servant 
whom I have chosen, that you may know and believe me and 
understand that I am he.  Before me no god was formed, nor 
shall there be any after me. 
Isaiah 43:5-7,10 
 
But Israel is saved by the Lord with everlasting salvation; you 
shall not be put to shame or confounded to all eternity.  For thus 
says the Lord, who created the heavens (he is God!), who 
formed the earth and made it (he established it; he did not create 



 

 

it empty, he formed it to be inhabited!):  “I am the Lord, and there 
is no other.  I did not speak in secret, in a land of darkness; I did 
not say to the offspring of Jacob, ‘Seek me in vain.’  I the Lord 
speak the truth; I declare what is right.  “Assemble yourselves 
and come; draw near together, you survivors of the nations!  
They have no knowledge who carry about their wooden idols, 
and keep on praying to a god that cannot save.  Declare and 
present your case; let them take counsel together!  Who told this 
long ago?  Who declared it of old?  Was it not I, the Lord?  And 
there is no other god besides me, a righteous God and a Savior; 
there is none besides me.  “Turn to me and be saved, all the 
ends of the earth! For I am God, and there is no other.  By 
myself I have sworn; from my mouth has gone out in 
righteousness a word that shall not return: ‘To me every knee 
shall bow, every tongue shall swear allegiance.’  “Only in the 
Lord, it shall be said of me, are righteousness and strength; to 
him shall come and be ashamed all who were incensed against 
him.  In the Lord all the offspring of Israel shall be justified and 
shall glory.” 
Isaiah 45:17-25 
 
“Behold, these shall come from afar, and behold, these from the 
north and from the west, and these from the land of Syene.”  
Sing for joy, O heavens, and exult, O earth; break forth, O 
mountains, into singing!  For the Lord has comforted his people 
and will have compassion on his afflicted. 
Isaiah 49:12-13 
 
“For a brief moment I deserted you, but with great compassion I 
will gather you.  In overflowing anger for a moment I hid my face 
from you, but with everlasting love I will have compassion on 
you,” says the Lord, your Redeemer.  “This is like the days of 
Noah to me: as I swore that the waters of Noah should no more 
go over the earth, so I have sworn that I will not be angry with 
you, and will not rebuke you.  For the mountains may depart and 
the hills be removed, 
but my steadfast love shall not depart from you, and my 
covenant of peace shall not be removed,” says the Lord, who 
has compassion on you.

For Zion's sake I will not keep silent, and for Jerusalem's sake I 
will not be quiet, until her righteousness goes forth as brightness, 
and her salvation as a burning torch.

You shall no more be termed Forsaken, and your land shall no 
more be termed Desolate, but you shall be called My Delight Is 
in Her, and your land Married; for the Lord delights in you, and 
your land shall be married.  For as a young man marries a young 
woman, so shall your sons marry you, and as the bridegroom 
rejoices over the bride, so shall your God rejoice over you.  On 
your walls, O Jerusalem, I have set watchmen; all the day and all 
the night they shall never be silent.  You who put the Lord in 
remembrance, take no rest, and give him no rest until he 
establishes Jerusalem and makes it a praise in the earth. 
Isaiah 62:4-7 
 
Behold, the Lord has proclaimed to the end of the earth: Say to 
the daughter of Zion, “Behold, your salvation comes; behold, his 
reward is with him, and his recompense before him.”  And they 
shall be called The Holy People, The Redeemed of the Lord; and 
you shall be called Sought Out, A City Not Forsaken.

“Therefore, behold, the days are coming, declares the Lord, 
when it shall no longer be said, ‘As the Lord lives who brought up 
the people of Israel out of the land of Egypt,’ but ‘As the Lord 
lives who brought up the people of Israel out of the north country 
and out of all the countries where he had driven them.’

For thus says the Lord: “Sing aloud with gladness for Jacob, and 
raise shouts for the chief of the nations; proclaim, give praise, 
and say, ‘O Lord, save your people, the remnant of Israel.’  
Behold, I will bring them from the north country and gather them 
from the farthest parts of the earth, among them the blind and 
the lame, the pregnant woman and she who is in labor, together; 
a great company, they shall return here.  With weeping they shall 
come, and with pleas for mercy I will lead them back, I will make 
them walk by brooks of water, in a straight path in which they 
shall not stumble, for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my 
firstborn.  Hear the word of the Lord, O nations, and declare it in 
the coastlands far away; say, ‘He who scattered Israel will gather 
him, and will keep him as a shepherd keeps his flock.’  For the 
Lord has ransomed Jacob and has redeemed him from hands 
too strong for him.” 
Jeremiah 31:7-11 
 
“Behold, the days are coming, declares the Lord, when I will 
make a new covenant with the house of Israel and the house of 
Judah, not like the covenant that I made with their fathers on the 
day when I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land 
of Egypt, my covenant that they broke, though I was their 
husband, declares the Lord.  For this is the covenant that I will 
make with the house of Israel after those days, declares the 
Lord: I will put my law within them, and I will write it on their 
hearts.

Thus says the Lord: “If the heavens above can be 
measured, and the foundations of the earth below can be 
explored, then I will cast off all the offspring of Israel for all that 
they have done, declares the Lord.”

Therefore say, ‘Thus says the Lord God: I will gather you from 
the peoples and assemble you out of the countries where you 
have been scattered, and I will give you the land of Israel.’  And 
when they come there, they will remove from it all its detestable 
things and all its abominations.  And I will give them one heart, 
and a new spirit I will put within them. I will remove the heart of 
stone from their flesh and give them a heart of flesh, that they 
may walk in my statutes and keep my rules and obey them. And 
they shall be my people, and I will be their God. 
Ezekiel 11:17-20 
 
I will bring you out from the peoples and gather you out of the 
countries where you are scattered, with a mighty hand and an 
outstretched arm, and with wrath poured out. 
I will make you pass under the rod, and I will bring you into the 
bond of the covenant.  
Ezekiel 20:34, 37 
 
“Thus says the Lord God: When I gather the house of Israel from 
the peoples among whom they are scattered, and manifest my 
holiness in them in the sight of the nations, then they shall dwell 
in their own land that I gave to my servant Jacob.  And they shall 
dwell securely in it, and they shall build houses and plant 
vineyards. They shall dwell securely, when I execute judgments 
upon all their neighbors who have treated them with contempt. 
Then they will know that I am the Lord their God.”

“For thus says the Lord God: Behold, I, I myself will search for 
my sheep and will seek them out.  As a shepherd seeks out his 
flock when he is among his sheep that have been scattered, so 
will I seek out my sheep, and I will rescue them from all places 
where they have been scattered on a day of clouds and thick 
darkness.

And I will remove the heart of stone from your flesh and give you 
a heart of flesh.  And I will put my Spirit within you, and cause 
you to walk in my statutes and be careful to obey my rules.  You 
shall dwell in the land that I gave to your fathers, and you shall 
be my people, and I will be your God.” 
Ezekiel 36:24-28 
 
“then say to them, Thus says the Lord God: Behold, I will take 
the people of Israel from the nations among which they have 
gone, and will gather them from all around, and bring them to 
their own land.  And I will make them one nation in the land, on 
the mountains of Israel. And one king shall be king over them all, 
and they shall be no longer two nations, and no longer divided 
into two kingdoms.  They shall not defile themselves anymore 
with their idols and their detestable things, or with any of their 
transgressions. But I will save them from all the backslidings in 
which they have sinned, and will cleanse them; and they shall be 
my people, and I will be their God.  My servant David shall be 
king over them, and they shall all have one shepherd. They shall 
walk in my rules and be careful to obey my statutes.

Then they 
shall know that I am the Lord their God, because I sent them into 
exile among the nations and then assembled them into their own 
land. I will leave none of them remaining among the nations 
anymore.  And I will not hide my face anymore from them, when I 
pour out my Spirit upon the house of Israel, declares the Lord 
God.” 
Ezekiel 39:27-29 
 
In that day, declares the Lord, I will assemble the lame and 
gather those who have been driven away and those whom I 
have afflicted; and the lame I will make the remnant, and those 
who were cast off, a strong nation; and the Lord will reign over 
them in Mount Zion from this time forth and forevermore. 
Micah 4:6-7 
 
On that day it shall be said to Jerusalem: “Fear not, O Zion; let 
not your hands grow weak.  The Lord your God is in your midst, 
a mighty one who will save; he will rejoice over you with 
gladness; he will quiet you by his love; he will exult over you with 
loud singing. 
At that time I will bring you in, at the time when I gather you 
together; for I will make you renowned and praised among all the 
peoples of the earth, when I restore your fortunes before your 
eyes,” says the Lord.

Up! Up! Flee from the land of the north, declares the Lord. For I 
have spread you abroad as the four winds of the heavens, 
declares the Lord.  Up! Escape to Zion, you who dwell with the 
daughter of Babylon. 



 

 

Sing and rejoice, O daughter of Zion, for behold, I come and I will 
dwell in your midst, declares the Lord.

I ask, then, has God rejected his people? By no means! For I 
myself am an Israelite, a descendant of Abraham, a member of 
the tribe of Benjamin. 
For if their rejection means the reconciliation of the world, what 
will their acceptance mean but life from the dead? 
And in this way all Israel will be saved, as it is written, “The 
Deliverer will come from Zion, he will banish ungodliness from 
Jacob”; “and this will be my covenant with them when I take 
away their sins.”
